Rotary’s 60th Anniversary in 1965 has brought a special excitement to Rotarian stamp
collectors around the world. The reason: two countries have issued special postage stamps
saluting the event.

The Republic of China (Taiwan) on 23 February 1965, the birthday, issued a new stamp
in three values. The new issue shows a tightly coiled spring behind a Rotary wheel,
symbolizing “readiness for action”. Under the leadership of 1962-1963 District Governor
“Sunny” Chang Shen-Fu (3% ¥ 4%), the Clubs of District 345 asked their Government to
dedicate the issue to Rotary’s anniversary. @ The Chinese stamps were issued in
denominations of NT$1.5 (red), NT$2 (green), NT$2.5 (blue).
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A few weeks later, on April 5, the Grand Duchy of Luxemburg also issued a new 3-franc
stamp commemorating the Anniversary. The stamp shows a Rotary wheel meshed with
several gears in carmine, gray, blue, and gold. It was issued following a suggestion from the
Rotary Club of Luxemburg. The Club also sponsored the sale of first-day-of-issue covers,
with the net proceeds marked for The Rotary Foundation.
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
