Rotarian, Educator, Scholar, Reformer, Statesman

Dr. Kuo Ping-Wen (3% % < & 4.)(1880-1969), HonLL.D.(St. John’s), Ph.D.(Ed.)(Columbia),
M.A.(Ed.)(Columbia), B.Sc.(Wooster), joined Shanghai Rotary Club (_} /% #* #4+) in 1923-1925
(Classification: Education — Universities) when he was the first president of the Shanghai
College of Commerce (_* /= 7 # ~ £ ), practically the commerce faculty of the National Southeast
University (K= L = * &) of which Kuo was also the Chancellor. Kuo was an educator, scholar,
reformer, statesman in the contemporary China.

Kuo was born in Shanghai, Kiangsu (Jiangsu) Province of the Ch’ing Empire (~ i % iz
<4 + /%), in 1880. His father was an elder in the Presbyterian Church. He attended Lowrie
Institute (7~ 7 %), which was connected with the First Presbyterian Church in Shanghai
(founded by John Marshall Willoughby Farnham ;= % # 1830-1917), graduating in 1896. Kuo

then served in the Customs and Postal bureaus before going to the United States in 1906 under
the sponsorship of the Presbyterian Church, at first attending the Preparatory Academy at the
University of Wooster (now the College of Wooster), in Ohio, and later, in 1908, matriculating



at the University of Wooster with the support of the Boxer Rebellion Indemnity Scholarship
Program (A & p22c 8 £).

At Wooster, Kuo was one of the editors of the university newspaper (The Wooster Voice) ,
and General Secretary of the Chinese Students Alliance. In 1911 he wrote an extensive article for
the newspaper on the history of Chinese students in the United States, beginning with Yung
Wing (% ) at Yale University in the mid-nineteenth century. He won several speech prizes for
the University and was mentored in oratory by Professor of Speech Delbert Giles Lean. He
graduated with honors Bachelor of Science from the University of Wooster in 1911 and then
undertook graduate studies in Education under John Dewey (4 =) and Paul Monroe (i #%) at
Columbia University, where he received his M.A. degree in 1912 and his Ph.D. (major in
education) in 1914 (the first Ph.D. granted to a Chinese national by the Teachers College). His
doctoral dissertation, { The Chinese System of Public Education ) , was published by the
Teachers College at Columbia in 1915 and is a wide-ranging study of the history and structural
development of education in China from ancient times onward. The Chinese edition of the book

(¢ W&~ #4122 ¢ ) was published in Shanghai in 1916 by The Commercial Press.

In 1914 Kuo returned to China and first joined The Commercial Press (7 7% & % 4) in
Shanghai as an editor for one year. In 1916 Kuo was President of the Lowrie Institute and also
of the Chekiang Provincial College (4 = #1 % &), concurrently he served as Chairman of the
Educational Mission to Europe and America to study post-War educational problems. The next
year, Kuo was Chairman of the Educational Commission to Japan and the Philippine Islands,
and he re-joined The Commercial Press as an editor and a director. Kuo was conferred Doctor
of Laws (honoris causa) by St. John’s University, Shanghai, in 1918.

In 1918, Kuo began the task of transforming the Nanking Higher Normal School (# » % %
f¥ §~ & #¢) into the first modern co-educational Chinese university, National Southeast
University (K > L = +~ &), which was later renamed National Central University (& = #» & < )
in 1928 and Nanjing University (= % = %) in 1950, and his ideas exerted a broad influence in
Chinese educational circles. In 1921, he became the first president of the Shanghai College of
Commerce (_+ /& 7 L < &), which in 1917 had emerged from the program in commerce at
Nanking Higher Normal School. The Shanghai College of Commerce was the forerunner of the
Shanghai University of Finance and Economics (SUFE) (} /% p4 55+ #) today. Kuo was the
president of National Nanking Higher Normal School from 1919-1923 and Chancellor of
National Southeast University from 1921-1925.

Kuo was elected three times as Vice-Chairman of the World Education Congress and became
the Chairman of its Asian division in 1923. His removal from his presidential post at National
Southeastern University in 1925 was a result of the intrusion of political forces into higher
education and academia during the turbulent decade of the 1920s in China. Essentially, Kuo had
made compromises with the warlords during that decade in order to develop National Southeast
University, and the rise of the Kuomintang (* B & % %) set him at odds with the Nationalist

leadership. Later on in 1925, he was elected President of China Education Association (¥ ##



¥ &1 ¢ ). Kuo went to the United States to lecture at the University of Chicago. In May 1926,
join-hands with Paul Monroe in New York, Kuo was one of the founders of the China Institute
in America (# % % i&4t), and also its first president and Director 1926-1930 who significantly
contributed to the Chinese cultural exchange.

Invited by Dr. H. H. Kung (3* #-% % 1), Minister of Industry and Commerce, Kuo served
the government again in 1931 as Director of the Foreign Trade Bureau of the Ministry of Industry;
and later he joined the banking and financial sector with outstanding contributions; 1932- :
General Secretary of the China Institute of Foreign Relations at Shanghai; 1932- : Managing
Director of the Ta Hwa Trading Corporation since; 1934- : Managing Director of the Shanghai
Trust Company.

Kuo married Ruth Loo-Tuh How (& % 4t ), second daughter of The Commercial Press
founder How Zoen-Fong (% 7 =) and the niece of his divorced wife T. F. Bau (# ¥ %} ), on 12
October 1935 in Hangchow (Hangzhou) (#=-*). In July 1937 with the Imperial Japanese
aggression to China, Kuo went to England to appeal allies’ assistance in the capacity of Deputy
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Finance Minister and Director of the Sino-British Trade Association (¥ # ¥ % = ¢ ). During the
Second World War, Kuo was stationed in London with the Chinese Embassy and then returned
to the United States as a member of the Chinese delegation associated with the early formation
of the United Nations. He was instrumental in the Bretton Woods Conference of 1944. After the
World War II victory in 1945, Kuo served as Deputy Head and Secretary General of the United

Nations Relief and Rehabilitation Administration (UNRRA) (see photos on Pages 11-12).

In the last decade of his life, in 1957 Kuo join-hands with Arthur William Hummel, Sr. (&
#® %), Cao Wen-Yan (% < 3 ) and Bao You-Yu (# #%* ) with private funds organized Sino-
American Cultural Society (¢ # < it ¥ ¢ ) in Washington D.C., U.S.A,, offered academic

activities. Kuo was its president. And Kuo was also invited to serve as Chairman of “Education
and Culture Career Advisory Committee of The Republic of China in the United States” (¢ # =

MafikT >t ELFERLR ¢).

Died of stroke on 29 August 1969 in Washington D.C., Dr. Kuo Ping-Wen is buried in Fort
Lincoln Cemetery in Brentwood, Maryland, U.S.A.

Legacy

In June 2011, the 100th anniversary of Kuo’s graduation from the University of Wooster,
and 90 years after Kuo was appointed as President of National Southeast University, a
conference examining Kuo’s contribution to higher education in China was held in Nanjing at
Southeast University, the site of former Southeast University which Kuo had helped found.
Scholars from the People’s Republic of China, Taiwan, and the United States were represented,
and the participants presented papers dealing with Kuo’s educational thought, his ideas on
structuring higher education in China, and his impact on relations between East and West. On
25 October 2014, a symposium was held at Columbia University Teachers College dealing with
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Kuo’s contributions to higher education in China and to Sino-Cultural institutions and affairs in
the United States. Scholars from the China Mainland, Taiwan and the United States contributed
papers and participated in discussions on Kuo’s career and its significance. In March 2016, the
book { Kuo Ping Wen: Scholar, Reformer, Statesman ) , a collection of essays on Kuo as

educator, statesman, and cultural ambassador, edited by Ryan Allen and Ji Liu (%]3), was

published by Long River Press, and in October, 2016 a book-signing symposium was held at the
C. V. Starr East Asian Library at Columbia University.

Since his academic background was shaped at liberal arts institutions, Kuo believed that a
well-rounded education in both the sciences and the humanities was essential. Moreover, since
his undergraduate experience at the University of Wooster was co-educational, he was a strong
supporter of women’s education in China. It was at the University of Wooster that Kuo changed
his plan to study law and focused instead on issues of educational reform, which became the
basis for his career once he returned to China. His educational philosophy embraced a strategy
based on Four Balances: the balance between well-rounded education and specialized education,
the balance between humanistic education and scientific education, the balance between
investment in teaching faculty and investment in teaching facilities, and the balance between
national and international learning. Kuo felt that China could learn much from the study of
Western accomplishments in science, just as the West could learn much from China about the
philosophy of life, and he was a strong supporter of the expansion of Chinese studies at American
colleges and universities. In furthering interactions between East and West through education,
Kuo contributed to building the Sino-American relationship that flourishes today.

Often cited as the founding father of modern Chinese higher education, Kuo Ping Wen
(1880-1969) was the first Chinese to earn a Ph.D. from Teachers College, Columbia University,
in 1914. This unique book celebrates Kuo’s life trajectory, achievements, and legacy: as the son
of a Chinese Christian family, as a student at Wooster College and a Ph.D. recipient at Teachers
College; as Founding Chancellor of Southeast University in China, and as Founder of the China
Institute in New York. As an educator and statesman, Kuo was a pioneer in facilitating cross-
cultural communication and understanding to bring East and West together.

In Service of Education

Columbia University’s Teachers College honors its first Chinese Ph.D.

In 1914, Kuo Ping-Wen received his Ph.D. from Teachers College of Columbia University,
becoming the first Chinese national to do so. Kuo successfully defended his dissertation, entitled
(The Chinese System of Public Education) , which was one of the first in-depth analyses of the

entire Chinese educational sector at that time. In honor of this centennial anniversary, Teachers
College hosted a symposium dedicated to Kuo, “In Service of Education: The Life and Times of
Kuo Ping Wen, China’s First Global Educator,” on October 25.

Kuo’s accolades do not stop at his Ph.D., as he is an important figure for Chinese educational
development and for U.S.-China relations. He was quite influential in the tumultuous era in
China after the fall of the Qing Dynasty (1644-1911). He helped to transform Nanjing Higher
Normal School in Jiangsu Province into National Southeast University, which laid the
foundations for both Southeast University and Nanjing University.

Kuo, along with John Dewey, Hu Shih, and Paul Monroe, also founded the China Institute
in 1926, a New York-based non-governmental organization (NGO) with a mission to “advance a
deeper understanding of China.”

Today, the institute remains an important intercultural connecter between China and the
United States. Upon leaving the institute, Kuo became a renowned statesman, playing an active
role at the Bretton Woods Conference in 1944 and later serving as deputy director of United
Nations Relief Rehabilitation Administration (UNRRA), among other diplomatic roles.

The symposium was conceived by Kuo’s great-grandniece Carolyn Hsu-Balcer, and was co-
sponsored by Teachers College, the C. V. Starr East Asian Library at Columbia University, and
the China Institute.

The Department of International and Transcultural Studies of Teachers College published
a biographical book for the symposium, entitled { Kuo Ping Wen: Scholar, Statesmen, and

Reformer) . The publication, co-edited by Ryan Allen and Ji Liu of Teachers College, brought

together scholars from both China and the U.S. to celebrate the life of Kuo. The book will be
available to the public for purchase and a Chinese language edition is in the works.

“The book 1is the joint effort of five scholars from different disciplines. They, like the
students who worked tirelessly to assemble the book and organize the symposium, were
inspired by the life and works of my great-granduncle,” wrote Hsu-Balcer, whom was the
driving force behind the entire symposium. “My hope is that the reader of these essays will be
similarly inspired to support education and understanding in the spirit of the values
exemplified by Kuo Ping-Wen.”

The other book contributors come from distinguished backgrounds and institutions: York
Lo, Associate in Research, Fairbank Center for Chinese Studies, Harvard University; David
Gedalecia, Michael O. Fisher Professor of History, College of Wooster; Huimei Zhou, Lecturer of
Modern History, Faculty of Education, Beijing Normal University; Gita Steiner-Khamsi,
Professor of International and Comparative Education and Chair of the Department of
International and Transcultural Studies, Teachers College; Yechun Song, Associate Professor of
Higher Education Administration, Southeast University; and Yanqiu Zheng, Ph.D. candidate in
Modern Chinese History, Northwestern University.
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Kuo’s legacy

When Kuo first came to study in the United States, first at Wooster College and then at
Teachers College, there were only hundreds of Chinese nationals studying throughout the U.S.,
mostly coming from elite families or Christian missionary programs.

Now, a century later, Chinese international students can be found at almost every higher
educational institution in the U.S., with over 235,000 students studying in the American higher
education sector, more than any other foreign nationality, according to the Institute of
International Education

Kuo would be proud to see the importance that this student population has on contemporary
American higher education.

“Perhaps the strongest, and most significant cultural relationship between China and
America lies in the movement for sending Chinese students to America for higher education,”
said Kuo, in the 1925 publication {China and the United States) , surprising still quite relevant

today.

Adding to Kuo’s long and influential legacy, the J. T. Tai & Co. Foundation created the Kuo
Ping-Wen Scholarship for Chinese students studying at Teachers College. The recipients
attended the symposium and were excited to continue the important legacy between Kuo,
Teachers College, and China.

In hosting the symposium, Teachers College is continuing to build upon its storied history
of support and cooperation it has had with China. Chinese students first started to enroll at
Teachers College around 1905 and continued to attract talented students from China who would
go on to have a major impact in their fields, including Kuo and other educators such as Jiang
Menglin and Tao Xingzhi.

Likewise, famed Teachers College professors such as John Dewey and Paul Monroe made
visits to China throughout the early twentieth century. Reaffirming this strong historical
connection, the Center on Chinese Education was founded in 2000 and continues to bring
scholars to the U.S. from China and vice versa.

Who is the next Kuo Ping-Wen?

One of the liveliest panels of the entire symposium was entitled “Who is the Next Kuo Ping-
Wen?” The panelist came from a variety of disciplines and institutions, including Tom Moore,
Vice President of the China Institute, who suggested that the next Kuo might not need to be
Chinese, and that it might be more prudent for an American to take on this legacy.

There has been an increase in Americans studying in China, but the levels are nowhere near
that of Chinese students coming to U.S. institutions. Concurrently, China remains somewhat of
a mystery to the larger U.S. population. The cross-cultural mismatch between these two nations
is nothing new, and it was even concerning to Kuo back in the 1920s.

“Americans have gone out to China to teach, but few to learn. Many Chinese students have
come to America to receive what America has to give, but few American students have been
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sent to China to receive what China has to offer,” said Kuo in China and the United States.
“Millions of dollars are spent every year to educate the Chinese to know America, but
comparatively little has been done to teach America to know China.”

Indeed, Americans need to have a greater understanding of China. Kuo Ping-Wen
recognized this early on and the organizers of the symposium hoped that his inspiration is now
growing amongst Chinese and American students and educators who have a new found
reverence for past figures such as Kuo. His legacy will live on through these students, the
institutions that he was a part of, and the people that he inspires.

Kuo Ping Wen, a Legacy that still Lives Today

Exactly 100 years ago, Dr. Kuo Ping Wen became the first Chinese doctoral degree recipient
at Teachers College. Soon after his graduation from TC, he returned to China, and founded the
National Southeast University in Nanking. Dr. Kuo was regarded as the father of modern
Chinese higher education because of the many fundamental changes he brought with him.
Under Dr. Kuo’s administration, National Southeast University developed into a modern
university of many “firsts.” It was the first university in China to establish board-oversight in
institutional management, to integrate teacher-education in a university-setting, to increase
institutional visibility by engaging social services, and to open enrollment to both males and
females. In 1926, Dr. Kuo also went on to found the China Institute. Dr. Kuo’s tireless work to
advance China’s higher education system and to build Sino-U.S. relations has had a profound
impact on China and the world, which still inspires many today.

On October 25th, 2014, co-organized by TC, the China Institute, the C.V. Starr East Asian
Library of Columbia University, and co-sponsored by Ms. Carolyn Hsu-Balcer (Dr. Kuo’s great
grandniece), and Mr. Kaiyuan Wang, Dr. Kuo’s legacy was celebrated at the Kuo Ping Wen
Symposium, (In Service to Education: The Life and Times of Kuo Ping Wen, China’s First
Global Educator ) . The day-long event featured distinguished speakers including former
Chinese Vice-Minister of Education Dr. Yu Wei, Teachers College President Susan Furhman,
Southeast University Vice-President Bo Liu, and Teachers College William H. Kilpatrick
Professor Henry Levin. Three panels of scholars from Mainland China, Hong Kong, and Taiwan
also convened to discuss the history, philosophy, and present implications of Dr. Kuo’s legacy.
Many high-level Chinese government officials, scholars, and faculty and students at Teachers
College were also in attendance. In conjunction with the centennial celebrations, a book titled

(Kuo Ping Wen: Scholar, Statesman, and Reformer) , co-edited by Ryan Allen and Ji Liu, was
compiled to narrate the remarkable life achievements of Dr. Kuo.

As highlighted by President Susan Furhman, TC was the “birthplace of comparative and
international education.” TC’s unyielding goal in educating scholars and leaders had
tremendous impact on the development of education in China. Over the years, many



instrumental figures in Chinese education had studied at TC, such as Tao Xingzhi, Hu Shih,
Zhang Boling, Chen Heqin, Jiang Menglin, and certainly Kuo Ping Wen. In honor of Dr. Kuo’s
legacy, along with the generous support from Carolyn’s family foundation, the Kuo Ping Wen
Scholarship was established to support Chinese students who are pursuing graduate studies at
TC, a trail blazed by Dr. Kuo over a century ago.

China is a country experiencing unprecedented growth and immense changes in every field,
including education. As China Institute Vice-President Thomas Moore pointed out during his
closing remarks at the Symposium on Saturday, “With increasing interconnectivity between the
U.S. and China, the need for mutual understanding and cooperation is more important than
ever.” The significance of this symposium was not only a celebration of Dr. Kuo’s achievements
in education, but also a symbol and reflection of his enduring vision for the strengthening of
Sino-U.S. relations. The privilege of peace and development that the new generation in these
two nations enjoy today calls for a greater sense of joint responsibility and mutual interest. Dr.
Kuo’s wisdom and insight are still an important and relevant message today, and in his own
words, “let us hope that these ties of friendship will be preserved and I'm proved upon as the
years go by, to the end that these two nations may continue to live in a happy state of
friendship.”
