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Rotaractors marked 50 years of Rotaract at their triennial meeting of INTEROTA. In

September 2017, 300 plus Rotaractors from 34 countries around the world gathered in Taipei,
Taiwan, Republic of China (® #3 & > 4 # > £ #), for their triennial Interota convention. This
year’s meeting was a special celebration of the 50th Anniversary of Rotaract, and attendees marked
the occasion with song, dance, parties, and projects. They also heard inspiring talks and
participated in useful workshops that gave them new ideas to take home to their clubs.

INTEROTA is a triennial worldwide Rotaract convention organized by Rotaractors and hosted
on a rotating basis in different cities. The first Interota was convened in South Africa in 1981.
Since then, the global gathering has been held in Australia (1984), England (1987), Australia (1990),
and again in South Africa, organized for 1993 by the Rotaract clubs of District 9300.

Five hundred Rotaractors from 29 countries gathered in Seoul, Republic of Korea, in August for
Interota 2008. Highlights of the triennial convention included a tour of the city, lessons in Tae
Kwon Do and Korean cooking, and a visit to the Demilitarized Zone. The theme of the convention
was “Peace and Service”.

While it is not an official RI convention, Rotary recognizes the value of this event and supports
Interota by approving its program content and ensuring that RI leadership is represented at the
event. The convention offers workshops, discussions, and interesting speakers with personal
statements as well as cultural activities. Interota also provides participants with the opportunity
to exchange ideas and experiences, fostering the development of leadership skills. It is a unique
platform for young people who aspire to make a positive impact on their communities.
