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Chinese Rotarians served Judges of International Court of Justice

The first two Chinese judges of International Court of Justice in The Hague were Rotarians
from The Republic of China: Dr. Hsu Mo (##1%+) and Dr. V. K. Wellington Koo (##451§+).

Hsu was a charter member of Nanking Rotary Club (# % ##+t) in 1934 (Classification:
Government Administration — Foreign Affairs) and later Club President 1935-1936. He was
the Conference Organizing Chairman of the Rotary International 81st District held in 1937 in
Nanking (Nanjing), capital of The Republic of China (¥ # K B). In 1945, Hsu participated in
the drafting of the Statute of the United Nations International Court of Justice (ICJ). From
1946 until he died in office in 1956, he served with prominent record as the first Chinese judge.

Upon Hsu’s sudden death, Koo, also a career diplomat, was elected to fill up the vacant judge
seat of Asian states from 1957 to 1967, of which the period in 1964-1967 he served as ICJ Vice-
President concurrently. Koo was an Honorary Rotarian of Shanghai Rotary Club (L #4k#+4t)
since 1920 until the outbreak of Pacific War in 1941. He was the ever first Chinese Rotarian
reported by (The Rotarian) magazine (Issue March 1922, Page 104).

The International Court of Justice

The International Court of Justice (ICJ) is the principal judicial organ of the United Nations
(UN). It was established in June 1945 by the Charter of the United Nations and began work in
April 1946. The seat of the Court is at the Peace Palace in The Hague (of The Netherlands). Of
the six principal organs of the United Nations, it is the only one not located in New York (of the
United States of America).

The Court’s role is to settle, in accordance with international law, legal disputes submitted to it
by states and to give advisory opinions on legal questions referred to it by authorized United
Nations organs and specialized agencies.

The Court is assisted by a Registry, its administrative organ. Its official languages are English
and French. The Court is composed of 15 judges, who are elected for terms of office of nine
years by the United Nations General Assembly and the Security Council from a list of people
nominated by the national groups in the Permanent Court of Arbitration. The election process
is set out in Articles 4—19 of the ICJ Statute. These organs vote simultaneously but separately.
In order to be elected, a candidate must receive an absolute majority of the votes in both
bodies. This sometimes makes it necessary for a number of rounds of voting to be held.
Elections are staggered, with 5 judges elected every 3 years to ensure continuity within the
Court. Should a judge die or resign during his or her term of office, a special election is held as
soon as possible to choose a judge to fill the unexpired part of the term.

There is an informal understanding that the seats will be distributed by geographic regions so
that there are 5 seats for Western countries, 3 for African states (including one judge of
francophone civil law, one of Anglophone common law and one Arab), 2 for Eastern European
states, 3 for Asian states and 2 for Latin American and Caribbean states. For most of the
Court’s history, the 5 permanent members of the United Nations Security Council (France,
Russia, China, the United Kingdom, and the United States) have always had a judge serving,
thereby occupying three of the Western seats, one of the Asian seats and one of the Eastern
European seats. Exceptions have been China (People’s Republic) not having a judge on the
Court from 1967 to 1985, during which time it did not put forward a candidate.

All states parties to the Statute of the Court have the right to propose candidates. Such
proposals are made not by the government of the State concerned, but by a group consisting of
the members of the Permanent Court of Arbitration designated by that state, i.e. by the four
jurists who can be called upon to serve as members of an arbitral tribunal under the Hague
Conventions of 1899 and 1907. In the case of countries not participating in the Permanent
Court of Arbitration, nominations are made by a group constituted in the same way. Each
group can propose up to four candidates, no more than two of whom may be of its own
nationality, while the others may be from any country whatsoever, regardless of whether it is a
party to the Statute or has declared that it accepts the compulsory jurisdiction of the ICJ. The
names of candidates must be communicated to the Secretary-General of the United Nations
within a time-limit of his/her choosing. According to Article 9, the membership of the Court is
supposed to represent the “main forms of civilization and of the principal legal systems of the
world”. Essentially, that has meant common law, civil law and socialist law (now post-
communist law).



Judges must be elected from among persons of high moral character, who possess the
qualifications required in their respective countries for appointment to the highest judicial
offices, or are jurisconsults of recognized competence in international law.

Elections are held in New York (United States of America) during the annual autumn session of
the UN General Assembly. The judges elected at a triennial election commence their term of
office on 6 February of the following year, after which the Court holds a secret ballot to elect a
President and a Vice-President to hold office for three years.

Once elected, a Member of the Court is a delegate neither of the government of his own country
nor of that of any other State. Unlike most other organs of international organizations, the
Court is not composed of representatives of governments. Members of the Court are
independent judges whose first task, before taking up their duties, is to make a solemn
declaration in open court that they will exercise their powers impartially and conscientiously.

In order to guarantee his or her independence, no Member of the Court can be dismissed
unless, in the unanimous opinion of the other Members, he/she no longer fulfils the required
conditions. This has in fact never happened.

When engaged in the business of the Court, the Members of the Court enjoy privileges and
immunities comparable with those of the head of a diplomatic mission. In The Hague, the
President takes precedence over the doyen of the diplomatic corps, who is followed by the Vice-
President, after which precedence alternates between judges and ambassadors. Each Member
of the Court receives an annual salary consisting of a base salary and post adjustment, with a
special supplementary allowance of US$15,000 for the President. The post adjustment
multiplier changes every month and is dependent on the United Nations exchange rate
between the United States dollar and the euro. On leaving the Court, judges receive an annual
pension which, after a nine-year term of office, is equal to half the annual base salary.

The First Chinese Judge 1946-1956: Dr. Hsu Mo

Hsu Mo (#3#) (1893-1956) was a lawyer, politician, educator and career diplomat. He worked
from 1931 to 1941 as Deputy Foreign Minister of The Republic of China (¥ # & &), as
Ambassador to Australia and to Turkey, and from 1946 until his death as a judge at the
International Court of Justice in The Hague.

Hsu was born on 22 October 1893 in Wu County (Suzhou), Kiangsu (Jiangsu) Province,
Imperial Qing (k& Biz#k4 £%). Hsu received his early Chinese education at home and
finished his middle school in Shanghai. He entered the Law Department of the Pei-yang
University (dt# X %) at Tientsin (Tianjin) (X#) in 1912 and was graduated with Bachelor of
Laws (LL.B.) degree in 1916. He then taught English and law at the Yangchow Middle School
G B4 /M F A+ ), Kiangsu (Jiangsu), 1917-1918. In 1919, He was awarded by the
Ministry of Justice of the Peking Government, Republic of China, a certificate for exemption
from judge’s examinations, and passed the diplomatic and consular service examinations with
honor. Later, Hsu served as an attaché to the Chinese Legation at Washington and in the
meantime, Secretary to the Chinese Delegation to the Washington Conference, the winter of
1920-22, in the United States. One of the chief delegates was Dr. V. K. Wellington Koo (& #:4%



1 3). After the Conference when in the United States, he studied law and political science at
George Washington University and was graduated with Master of Laws (LL.M.) degree in 1922.

Upon graduation, Hsu returned to China. He was appointed professor of law and political
science of Nan-Kai University (# ¥ X %) in Tientsin (Tianjin) and continued to hold that
position up to 1926; from 1925-1926, he was also Dean of the College of Arts of the same
University.

In 1926, Hsu became a member of the Chinese Bar Association in Tientsin (Tianjin) and at the
same time, acted as the chief editor of the {##4&) (YiShih Pao ) ---a newspaper focused on
social welfare held by the local Roman Catholic Church. He went to Shanghai in the latter part
of 1926 and was appointed judge of the Shanghai Provisional Court, as well as President of the
District Court of Chinkiang, Kiangsu (Zhenjiang, Jiangsu) (ix#44ix) in 1917.

In 1928, Hsu moved to the Chinese Foreign Ministry, where he worked as Counsellor and
Director of the International Affairs Department. From 1928 to 1931, Hsu was Director of the
European-American Department, and Director of the Asiatic Department of the same Ministry.
Three years later, he became Deputy Minister of Foreign Affairs. During this period, he also
served as the head of the Diplomacy Department of the Central Political Science School (¥ & #
%% %) (forerunner of the National Chengchi University B &4 k%), and a member of the
High Level Examinations Board, Examination Yuan (F#&).

After ten years in this position, he became Extraordinary and Plenipotentiary Minister to
Australia in 1941 (see photos on Page 9). During his office there, he was conferred Doctor of
Laws (honoris causa) by The University of Melbourne on 15 March 1943. From 1944 to 1946,
Hsu was transferred as Republican China’s Ambassador to Turkey.

In the international sphere, Hsu first earned himself a reputation in 1945 in Washington by
working with the United Nations Committee of Jurists that prepared the Draft Statute of what
was to become the Statute of International Court of Justice. He drafted the section of the
United Nations Charter on disputes (see photo on Page 10). He was deeply convinced of the
need for China to regain international esteem through international organizations, and was an
Adviser to the Chinese delegation to the United Nations Conference on International
Organization in San Francisco, April to June 1945.

On 6 February 1946 he was elected unanimously to the bench of the International Court of
Justice located at The Hague, where he was among the Judges to be elected for a three year
term under Article 13 of the ICJ Statute. However, he was re-elected in 1949, the very year the
rival People's Republic of China (¥ # A K &4 B ) was proclaimed and the government of the
Republic of China were driven from the China mainland to Taiwan. Regardless of this, the
authorities in Taiwan remained for many years the sole China representative at the United
Nations. During his ten years at the Court, the reputedly stern and commanding Hsu Mo
delivered one Declaration of Dissent and one Separate Opinion, two (Joint) Dissenting
Opinions.



An overview of Hsu Mo’s career, which spanned a period of over thirty years, reveals a personal
character of attentive self-cultivation and rigorous scholarship that earned the deep respect of
his judicial colleagues. He was meticulous, proceeding in a careful manner and with discretion,
treating all people amiably. His biggest contributions to China’s Ministry of Foreign Affairs
were the institutionalization of a system of human resource management, the establishment of
a financial accountability and the normalization of the official diplomatic document standard.
In education his greatest contribution as the founding chairman of the Department of
Diplomacy at National Chengchi University (National University of Governance) in Nanking
(reinstated in Taipei since 1954), was the training of young Chinese career diplomats for the
Republic of China and training scholars of international affairs. Most of the courses now
taught at the department were formulated as per his instruction. His greatest contribution to
the judgments of the ICJ was made in numerous valuable legal adjurations.

Judge Hsu also set a good precedent, by creating a model of impartial judges to maintain
judicial independence at the ICJ, for judicial settlement of international disputes, he provided
the Court with practical realistic benefits compromised from the wisdom of his diplomatic
experience.

In 1951 during the Anglo-Iranian Oil Co. Case, his ex-pupil, Chinese Ambassador to Iran, Hsu
Shao-Chang (342 &) sent a letter to persuade Judge Hsu, asking him to support Iranian
interests. Hsu received the letter, but did not open it; he deposited it with the Registrar, and
only opened it after the conclusion of the case. This incident is held as an example of the
embodiment of the key principles of judiciary independence and impartiality. Judge Hsu
served on the Court until his death on 28 June 1956 due to heart attack, almost two years
before his term was due to expire. His successor was his compatriot Dr. V. K. Wellington Koo -
-- the mentor who paved Hsu the career path to diplomacy.

Hsu became a member of the Institut de Droit International (The Institute of International
Law) in 1948, and later was elected Vice-President in 1956.

The Second Chinese Judge 1957-1967: Dr. V. K. Wellington Koo

Vi Kyuin Wellington Koo (##:4%) (1888-1985) was a career diplomat from the Republic of
China, and played a major role in expanding China’s relationships with the West. Founder of
the modern Chinese foreign service, he was instrumental in negotiating the end of the “unequal
treaties,” a series of agreements China had signed with Western powers under threat of force in
the mid-nineteenth century. He was one of the China’s leading delegates to the Paris Peace
Conference of 1919, as well as the Washington Conference in the winter of 1921-1922. Koo held
the posts of ambassador to France, Great Britain, and, for ten years, the United States—-he was
the youngest ranking diplomat to come to the United States. Koo was also credited with
China’s participation in founding of the League of Nations and later the United Nations,
serving as his country’s signatory on the United Nations Charter. He further extended his
international role in the last phase of his career, when he served as judge and Vice President of
the International Court of Justice (ICJ) in The Hague from 1957 to 1967. Koo briefly held the



concurrent positions of acting Premier and interim President of the Republic of China. Koo
was the first and only Chinese head of state known to use a Western name publicly.

Born in Shanghai on 29 January 1888, Koo studied at the Anglo-Chinese College (+ & & Iz),
Shanghai, 1899-1900; Yu Tsai School (£ X & # % %), 1900-1901; St. John’s College (E ##$ ¥
%), Shanghai, 1901-1904, and while there, was editor of (The Dragon) (#€4%&). He went to
America and studied at Cook Academy, 1904-1905. Koo studied liberal arts at Columbia
College, 1905-1908, and political science, 1908-1912, specializing in international law and
diplomacy. In Columbia College, he was a member of the Philolexian Society, a literary and
debating club. Koo was a recipient of the Philolescean Literary Prize, the Columbia-Cornell
Debating Medal; member of the varisity debating team, 1906-1907; editor of {The Columbia

Spectator) , (The Chinese Students’ Monthly) , (The Chinese Students’ Annual) and
manager of (The Columbian) and {The Columbia Monthly) .

He received his Bachelor of Arts (A.B.) degree in 1908; Master of Arts (M.A.) degree in 1909.
He was elected to the American Society of International Law and the American Political
Science Association; elected to the Nacoms, the Blue Pencil and Delta Epsilon Rho societies in
1911. In 1912 he received from Columbia College (forerunner of Columbia University) his
Doctor of Philosophy (Ph.D.) in international law and diplomacy---Subject of doctorate
dissertation: (The Status of Aliens in China) .

Koo returned to the motherland in April 1912 to serve the new born Republic of China as
English Secretary to President Yuan Shi-Kai (Z#3U X 44k). In July 1915, he was appointed
Chinese Minister to Mexico; and was subsequently decorated with the Order of Golden Grain
Grand Cordon 2nd Class (=% X & &K # ). Three months later in October, Koo was
transferred to be the Chinese Minister to the United States and Cuba. He became a member of
the Columbia Union Club, in 1915, and the Metropolitan Club, in 1916. In the same year of
1916, Yale University conferred Koo a Doctor of Laws Degree (LL.D.) (honoris causa).

In 1919, Koo was Chinese plenipotentiary to the Paris Peace Conference, and was one of the
chief advocates of the refusal to sign the Treaty on account of the unsatisfactory decision of the
Conference on the Shantung Question (see photo on Page 12). Before the Western powers and
Japan, he demanded that Imperial Japan return Shandong to China. He also called for an end
to imperialist institutions such as extraterritoriality, tariff controls, legation guards, and lease
holds. The Western powers refused his claims and, consequently, the Chinese delegation at the
Paris Peace Conference was the only nation that did not sign the Treaty of Versailles at the
signing ceremony.

In September 1920, Koo was transferred to be Chinese Envoy-Extraordinary and Minister
Plenipotentiary to the Court of St. James in England. In December 1920, he was elected a
member of the Administrative Council of the League of Nations, and, for a time, served as
Chairman of the Council thereof and ex-officio President of the Assembly, 1921. When Koo was
elected to that honorable seat, he was decorated the Order of Merit 34 Class (#=%). In
October 1921, Koo was appointed one of the three Chinese plenipotentiaries to the Washington
Conference in the United States during the winter of 1921-1922 (see photo on Page 13). In
November 1921, he was given the rank of Ambassador. After the Conference in March 1922,
Koo was decorated the Order of Golden Grain Grand Cordon 1st Class (—% k& & X #%), as
well as the Order of Striped Tiger 1st Class (—$ & B #%).
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Koo returned to Peking, in May 1922, to confer with the government upon diplomatic
questions in consequence of the Washington Conference. In June 1922, he was appointed
President of the Commission for the Discussion of National Financial Questions. In October
1922, he was decorated the Order of Precious Brilliant Golden Grain, Grand Cordon 1st Class
(—HF X&FALELAHF). In November 1922, he was ordered to serve, concurrently, as Chief of
the Preparation Bureau for the Special Tariff Conference. In the same month, he was relieved
of the portfolio of Foreign Affairs. In January 1924, he was appointed Minister of Foreign
Affairs; and served then, for a time, as Acting Premier.

His Alma Mater, St. John’s University, had conferred upon him the degree of Doctor of Laws
(honoris causa). He has been similarly honored by Columbia University and other educational
institutions in America.

Koo also was involved in the formation of the League of Nations in 1920 as China’s first
representative to this newly formed international organization of states. He was briefly Acting
Premier, Interim President, and Foreign Minister in 1926-1927 during a period of chaos in
Peking under Marshal Chang Tso-Lin (54 #%&). Koo was Acting Premier from 1 October 1926
and acted concurrently as Interim President. He served as Premier from January until June
1927, when Chang organized a military government and Koo resigned. Koo stepped down as
the Peking Government’s interim President and moved to the British concession zone in
Tientsin (Tianjin). In July 1928, the Nationalist Party forces successfully completed its
Northern Expedition campaign and toppled the Peking Government. Having held high ranking
positions with the Peking Government, he was briefly wanted for arrest by the new Nationalist
government in Nanking, but through “Young Marshal” Chang Hsueh-Liang’s (%% &)
mediation with Generalissimo Chiang Kai-Shek (# *# i£), Koo was reconciled with the new
government and returned to the diplomatic service.

In 1931, Koo was a member of the Lytton Commission of the League of Nations to determine
what caused Imperial Japan’s invasion of Manchuria on 18 September 1931 (see photo on Page
13). In August 1932, Koo was appointed Minister to France with the rank of Ambassador and
delegate to the 13th Assembly and Special Assembly of the League of Nations, and Chinese
Representative on the Council of the League. He served as the Chinese Ambassador to France
from 1936 to 1940, until France was occupied by the Nazi Germany.

Afterwards, in April 1941, he was the Chinese Ambassador to the Court of St. James’, London,
until 1946. Per usual diplomatic convention, Koo’s appointment as ambassador required the
British government’s approval, and the approval did not come forth immediately due to the
fact that the British government thought it would be best for the Chinese government to
appoint a Nationalist Party member, which Koo was not. Chiang Kai-Shek, who trusted Koo’s
capability, rejected British suggestion and instead convinced Koo to join the Nationalist Party
in 1942, and British approval was given shortly after. Koo was the Ambassador to Britain for
the entirety of World War II, working closely with British authorities on the War particularly in
the China-Burma-India Theater, particularly in regards to joint Sino-Anglo-American military
campaigns in Burma and the occupation policy of post-war French Indochina. In June 1945, as
the head of the Chinese delegation to the San Francisco Conference, Koo became the very first
person to sign the United Nations founding charter (see photos on Pages 14-15).



In 1946, Koo was made the Chinese Ambassador to the United States. The first years in this
role was focused on the financial straits faced by post-war China. He argued at length with
United States Secretaries of State George Marshall, Dean Acheson, and Robert Lovett on
pressuring Japan to make its reparation payments to China, on increased U.S. investments in
China, and on the expanding the Marshall Plan to include China. In 1948 and 1949, his focus
shifted to attempts to draw direct United States’ involvement into the Chinese Civil War, but to
little avail, as American confidence in Chiang Kai-Shek had wavered. After the Communists
won the civil war, the Nationalist government relocated to Taiwan. At this time, Koo’s name
appeared as number 22 on a list of 43 “war criminals” published by the Communists. In 1954,
together with Foreign Minister Ye Gong-Chao (¥/#8), Koo was signatory of the (Mutual
Defense Treaty between the United States of America and the Republic of China) , which, until
1980, formed a joint-defense scheme between the Republic of China (in Taiwan) and the
United States against any potential Chinese Communist aggression.

In 1956, Koo retired completely from Chinese diplomatic service. Upon the sudden death of
Dr. Hsu Mo, he was elected to fill up the vacant seat and became a judge 1957-1967, and
concurrently served as Vice-President of the International Court of Justice during the final
three years of his term. In 1967, he retired and moved to New York City and lived there for the
rest of his life. Koo passed away on 14 November 1985. He was buried at the Ferncliff
Cemetery and Mausoleum in Hartsdale, New York, United States.
